An offering from Interfaith Creation Care of the South Metro: Earth Day 2025 is 
arriving soon! The Church of the Risen Savior and their Environmental Concerns 
Committee have arranged for a special speaker, Dr. Joe Fargione, Director of 
Science for the Nature Conservancy's North America Region.
